Antropologia, Antropoceno e Apocalipse: reflexdes sobre a crise ecolégica e cultural a partir das
experiéncias quilombola

Se a antropologia classica olhava com nostalgia a perda de diversidade cultural provocada pelo
colonialismo e o imperialismo, hoje este mesmo olhar se volta na direcdo da extingdo e da crise ecoldgica,
passando através da critica do naturalismo e o acolhimento dos estudos multiespécies. A quebra tedrica
e metodoldgica operada pelo fim do grand partage parece corroborada pelo debate do Antropoceno, que
entra na discussdo ndo s6 como debate geoldgico, mas como discurso sobre o fim do mundo. Primeiro
vou tentar, de maneira exploratodria, evidenciar criticamente a escolha da extin¢ao, da perda e do fim
como objetos privilegiados da antropologia. Vislumbrando uma continuidade entre o Antropoceno e
discursos apocalipticos no mudo euro-cristao, tento mostrar enfim como estes planos se emaranham na
experiéncia de campo com as comunidades cristds quilombolas no Mato Grosso, que vivem a crise
ecoldgica ao lado de uma crise cultural do préprio mundo rural.

Pode o Café de Sombra ajudar a restaurar a biodiversidade, aumentar o sequestro de carbono e
promover a sustentabilidade econédmica nas comunidades locais?

O estudo foi realizado nos Parques Nacionais da Gorongosa e de Chimanimani, em Mogambique, para
avaliar os impactos dos sistemas agroflorestais de café cultivado sob arvores nativas na biodiversidade,
no carbono do solo e nos meios de vida locais. Foram analisadas a composi¢ao de aves, dispersao de
sementes, regenera¢do natural e propriedades do solo, além de entrevistas com beneficiarios. Os
resultados indicam elevada riqueza de aves (108 espécies na Gorongosa e 125 em Chimanimani), com
destaque para as florestas naturais e planta¢des de café mais antigas. A floresta teve maior nUmero de
sementes dispersas e regeneracdo. O solo das florestas e plantagdes de café apresentou teores
relevantes de carbono e nutrientes. O sistema de café sombreado mostrou-se eficaz para conservar
biodiversidade, promover restauracdo e gerar rendimentos sustentaveis, reduzindo a pressdo sobre
florestas por agricultura de subsisténcia.

Encontros e desencontros da legislacdo angolana sobre o acesso a agua em comunidades rurais

A implementacao de politicas pUblicas eficaz que garantem o acesso a agua em comunidades rurais é
importante para a melhoria da qualidade de vida da populagdo e prevenir doengas de veiculagao hidrica.
Com objetivo de analisar aplicabilidade da legislagdo angolana sobre o acesso a agua em comunidades
rurais, foi realizado um estudo exploratdrio com base na analise de documentos normativos, revisao
bibliografica e relatdrios. Os resultados indicam que legislacdo existente permite melhorar o acesso e
distribuir agua em quantidade e qualidade para além de contribuir para a preservagdo e conservagdo dos
recursos hidricos. Concluiu-se que apesar de existir um conjunto de normativos sobre a agua, ha um
paradoxo entre a legislagdo e a sua aplicabilidade pois a maior parte das comunidades rurais ndo tem
acesso a agua potavel. Esta informagdo pode contribuir para incentivar os governos a implementar a
legislagdo em comunidades rurais.

Garimpo de areias em sdo tomé e principe dinamicas e repercussdes socioambientais

Nas Ultimas décadas, o mundo assistiu a um sem-numero de desastres provocados por mudangas
ambientais globais. As Alterac¢des Climaticas (AC), em particular, impuseram eventos extremos que, para
além das condicdes de sobrevivéncia futura, ja pdem emrisco a atualidade (IPCC, 2014, 2023). Para Sendo
que as AC tém origem antropogénica (Guerra e Schmidt, 2016), a influéncia humana alarga-se a outras
areas, intensificando os seus efeitos, como é o caso da extragdo de areias (Golev et all., 2022). Os dois
fendmenos juntam-se numa combinacao explosiva (Brigida, 2013; MEFP, 2022) que pode multiplicar
estragos nos ecossistemas e nas comunidades costeiras, como ja acontece em Sao Tomé e Principe (STP)
(Santos, 2018; Ministério de Ambiente, 2019).

A seguir a agua, a areia é o segundo recurso natural mais extraido em todo o mundo, numa dinamica de
crescimento exponencial (Golev et all. 2022). Dai que os locais ainda aptos para garimpo tenham vindo a
escassear (Goedefroo et al., 2023).

Fertility and Empowerment among Indian Women: The Role of Religion and Religiosity

Globally, women hold less than two-third of men's legal rights a disparity undermining societal well-
being and conflicting with Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) 5 (Gender Equality). Empowering
women requires autonomy over critical choices, such as education and fertility decisions. This study
examines how religiosity influences fertility behaviour, focusing on Indian women in India and immigrant
Indian women in Portugal a context where cultural/religious/ diversity intersects with evolving gender
norms. Three motivations drive this focus: (1) regions like India pivotal to global population trends, are
experiencing rising religiosity: (2) religious norms often restrict women's education and reinforce
traditional roles: (3) religiosity shapes women's labor participation. Portugal has a fast-growing Indian
immigrant community. Studying will provide insights into how migration interacts with these dynamics.
By linking religiosity to fertility and empowerment, this research advances SDGg.

Diplomacy on the move: foreign visits to Portuguese African colonies in the making of Portugal’s
Image in the United States (1961-1974)

During the colonial wars in Portuguese Africa (1961-74), over 100 U.S.-based journalists, filmmakers,
activists, businesspeople and politicians visited Portugal’s colonies, including territories controlled by the
Lusophone liberation movements (LLM). Combining multiarchival research, oral history and media
analysis, this project investigates how different agents (visitors, Portuguese authorities, LLM) used these
trips to shape representations of Portugal in the U.S., where they received press coverage and informed
publications, demonstrations and policy discussion. The initial hypothesis is that these visits, mostly
organised by the Estado Novo, LLM and their U.S. intermediaries, played a key role in the competition
over Portugal’s colonial legitimacy in the public sphere of the era’s dominant superpower, as each side’s
pursuit of diplomatic influence and material support tied into American journalistic, economic or militant
agendas.

Este trabalho apresenta a Analise Critica do Discurso (ACD) de Norman Fairclough como metodologia
para investigar os discursos sobre participagao cidada em projetos de regeneragao urbana. A escolha da
ACD permite compreender como os discursos constroem significados sobre a participagdo, influenciam
processos decisorios e refletem relagdes de poder entre atores envolvidos. A pesquisa utiliza analise
documental, entrevistas semi-estruturadas e observacdo dos espagos para mapear narrativas oficiais e
percepgoes dos diferentes agentes sociais envolvidos, sendo um estudo de caso comparativo entre dois
hubs de inovacao (Nova Rheingantz, no Brasil, e Beato Innovation District, em Portugal). O estudo
demonstra como o discurso molda expectativas de participa¢do, quem ocupa os espagos de decisdo e a
sua governanca. Os resultados preliminares indicam desequilibrios entre os discursos institucionais e as
praticas concretas, evidenciando desafios para a inclusdo cidada em processos urbanos.

This project explores the representation and interpretation of Benin-Portuguese relations, focusing on
the contemporary period—spanning from the end of the 19th-century to the ongoing debate surrounding
the restitution campaign for the Benin Bronzes. As background, it investigates how Portuguese-
iconography on the Benin Bronzes reflects the socio-economic and political relations between 15th-
century Portugal and Benin Kingdom. By analyzing these representations, the study aims to uncover the
lasting legacy of Portugal’s influence on Benin. The research also examines Portugal’s role in the global
restitution and repatriation movements related to Benin’s cultural heritage.

Através de uma investigagdo qualitativa e participativa, o estudo explora a agéncia dos trabalhadores
imigrantes em plataformas digitais de entrega de comida analisando as dinamicas de apoio mutuo e
solidariedade, as praticas de adaptagdo ao sistema de gestdo algoritmica e o potencial para a sua auto-
organizacdo coletiva. Para tal, desenha-se um estudo de caso ampliado, centrado na cidade de Lisboa,
articulado com uma estratégia de Investigacdo-Acao Participativa (IAP).

Latin America's interregionalism towards Asia-Pacific: strategic engagement

Does interregionalism serve as a pragmatic tool to pursue national interest? While early literature emphasized
the role of interregionalism as a building block for global governance, recent studies show that it is increasingly
informed by pragmatism, which contributes to a shallow multilateralism. This research situates Latin America-
Asia Pacific interregionalism in this broader trend. It refines Ruland’s concept of “hedging utility” to explain how
Latin America employs interregionalism pragmatically to advance its strategic economic interests, rather than
pursuing a normative agenda for global governance. The study employs data analysis of trade and investment
(1999-2024) and Network Analysis, while the findings are triangulated through interviews. Theoretically, this
research broadens our understanding of interregionalism by looking at an understudied case. Empirically, it
provides in-depth insights on the nature of cooperation with implications for both scholars and policymakers.

“Xina, Xina!” Racial Differences, Cultural Homogenization, Anti-Chinese Sentiment in Cape Verde

"Xina" is a term that constantly appeared in my daily staying in Cape Verde, which began in September 2021. The
history of Chinese migration to Cape Verde can be traced back to the late 1980s, and to this day, the influx of Chinese
immigrants to Cape Verde is still ongoing. This paper sets out to analyze perceptions and representations of Chinese
people in Cape Verde, through a specific focus on the use of the term “Xina” as a means of describing most Chinese
(and East Asian) people living in Cape Verde. Through 6 months of participant observation in Praia, the capital of Cape
Verde and interviews, | seek to understand how this term reflects and shapes perceptions of race, ethnicity, and
intercultural relations with my own ethnographic experience. Moreover, I'm trying to question the target audience of
“Morabeza”, which in Cape Verdean Creole refers to the hospitality of Cape Verdean culture and society. Furthermore,
this work tries to compare the use of "Xina" with terms used for other ethnic groups, such as “Mandjaku” referring to
African continent migration, trying to understand how Cape Verdean society " has wider homogenizing categories for
non-white people group. The paper aims to provide a better understanding of how Creole and perceptions of race and
ethnicity reflect and shape Chinese immigrants’ social integration and transnational identities. It also hopes to
contribute to broader discussions on racial difference, Anti-Chinese sentiment, and social integration in the broader
West African context.

Lifting the Veil on Political Scandals: A Systematic Review of Causes, Processes, and Consequences

This presentation shares the results of an extensive literature review on political scandals, aiming to map
the field and offer a structured framework for future research. Through the analysis of over 8oo scholarly
articles, the study identifies and classifies the existing literature into three main clusters: (1) research
focused on the causes of political scandals—exploring institutional vulnerabilities, corruption, and media
dynamics; (2) studies examining the communicational processes of scandal development, including
mediatization, strategic narratives, and public engagement; and (3) work centered on the consequences
of scandals, such as impacts on electoral behavior, democratic accountability, and political trust. By
distinguishing these categories, the review helps clarify conceptual overlaps and methodological
approaches, contributing to a deeper understanding of how political scandals emerge, evolve, and affect
political systems.

There is evidence that investing
in real estate was not the most profitable investment at that time, in Argentina. Argentinian real estate investors
have been making economic decisions based on prejudice against finance and on unreasonable economic
affinity for real estate. This is a market failure. If we assume that mainstream classical economics principles are
true, which believe in the perfect, self-made and most efficient allocation of resources (capital) in the most
rational and profitable way, that should not happen.

Democracies, Autocracies, and Health: Mapping the Political Dimensions of Public Health
Outcomes

This study explores the causal relationship between regime types and public health outcomes.
Democracies are often presumed to prioritize public health, however, recent democratic backsliding
highlights how the erosion of democratic norms can undermine public health. These developments,
coupled with the rising frequency of global health crises such as pandemics, underscore the urgent need
to systematically assess how regime characteristics shape health outcomes. This study conducts a
comprehensive systematic scoping review of existing research on regime types and public health. It maps
the causal pathways through which political regimes influence health, comparing democratic and
authoritarian strategies. In addition to advancing the understanding of regime-health dynamics, this
research contributes to debates on the quality of democracy by highlighting health outcomes as a critical
dimension of democratic performance.

Consensus and Tensions in the Mobilized Identities from Puno in the Intensified Peruvian Political
Conflict since December 2022

The political conflict in Peru intensified after President Castillo’s impeachment in December 2022,
triggering protests marked by local and peasant mobilization, especially in Puno. This region, with a long
ethno-political history and 91% Quechua/Aymara population, experienced over 5o deaths due to
government intervention. Puno’s economy mixes agriculture, services, commerce, and mining (20%
territory conceded), with mining critics prominent in protests. This study asks: What identity consensuses
and tensions explain Puno’s participation? The hypothesis is that identities shape participation within a
moral economy of democracy, focused on justice for life sustenance. Findings show Puno actors judge
democracy by its response to economic demands, including recognition based on pre-existence and
aspirations for political autonomy. Identities are diverse and complex, involving “original-indigenous
territorial projects,” challenging simplified views of indigenousness.

How has uncertainty been influencing fertility in Europe? An up-to-date look at fertility intentions
and first childbearing (and to what has been changing)

This project seeks to fill the gap by examining the relationship between uncertainty, fertility intentions,
and childbearing intentions in Europe. It builds on recent theoretical and empirical developments that
emphasize the role of life precarity in fertility patterns. Moreover, considers the fluid, dynamic nature of
intentions and the importance of incorporating ambivalence and subjectivity into fertility research. The
study aims to contribute to a more nuanced understanding of whether declining fertility reflects
postponed timing, revised plans, or unfulfilled aspirations — and how these patterns are shaped by
broader structural conditions. To overcome data limitations in Portugal - a low fertility, high uncertainty
country - a novel questionnaire is developed.
