Robert M. Fishman

Robert M. Fishman, CONEX Professor of Political Science and Sociology at the
Carlos Il University of Madrid, is the author most recently of Democratic Practice:
Origins of the Iberian Divide in Political Inclusion, Oxford University Press, 2019. This
book, which offers a large-scale comparison of democratic practice in Spain and
Portugal has been translated into Spanish and is currently being translated into
Portuguese. Fishman's work focuses on democracy and democratization, inequality
and political inclusion, culture and cultural change as well as social movements.

Prior to moving to the Carlos Ill University in 2015, Fishman taught at the University
of Notre Dame and at Harvard. He earned his Ph.D. in sociology from Yale University
where he also did his undergraduate work as a history major. Fishman's articles have
been published in World Politics, the American Sociological Review, the Annual
Review of Political Science, Politics and Society, Theory and Society, Comparative
Politics, Contributions to Political Economy, Studies in Comparative International
Development, South European Society and Politics, and other scholarly journals as
well as several newspapers such as E/ Pais, The New York Times and Publico. He has
been an active member of the Council for European Studies since the 1980s and
served as co-chair of the program committee for the 2015 Paris meetings as well as
chair of the local organizing committee for the 2019 Madrid meetings.
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
